HERALDRY NEWS 
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Bellwether Arts Collegium II ς July 9, 2016 (AS LI) 
 
 The second Bellwether Arts Collegium was held on Saturday, July 9, 2016, at the Mangum 
United Methodist Church in Shreveport, Louisiana by the Shires of Blackwood and Loch Bais. Abu 
Hurairah Abd al-Aziz ibn al-Sarraj ibn al-Nasrani al-Rabi (called Aziz) was the autocrat. THLady Isabel 
Winterbourne was the head cook. THLord Bran Finn hua Neill was the class coordinator. THLady Jorhildr 
Hrafnkelsdottir was the reservationist. The event was a day of art and science consisting of loads of 
classes, a Regional Arts & Sciences Faire, a rapier tournament, and a lunch-time feast. 
 The term bellwether refers to the leading sheep of a flock with a bell on its neck.

Recarediz with THLady Jorhildr operated the table most of the morning. Attendees received a tiny hand-
made bound book as the site token and a blue folder with two pockets inside containing the event 
program and a small lined notepad printed ǿƛǘƘ .ŜƭƭǿŜǘƘŜǊ !Ǌǘǎ /ƻƭƭŜƎƛǳƳ LL ŀǘ ǘƘŜ ǘƻǇ ŀƴŘ ŀ ǊŀƳΩǎ ƘŜŀŘ 
at the bottom left corner. These were all to aid with taking notes at classes and activities during the day.

to sit in the hall through the day ς or at least the morning. 

Armor inspection for rapier was to begin at eight-thirty with practice and possible authorizations 
ŦƛǊǎǘΣ ŦƻƭƭƻǿŜŘ ōȅ ŀ ǘƻǳǊƴŀƳŜƴǘ ŀǘ ǘŜƴ ƻΩŎƭƻŎƪΦ 

At the same time a long row of tables was being used for setting up of the Regional Arts and 
Sciences Faire. Mistress Arielle de Brabazon, Kingdom Minister of Arts & Sciences, was present to accept 
entries and assist in the forms. This was scheduled to be completed at nine-thirty. Judging of pieces 
would occur later in the day. 

Five rooms were designated for classes and labeled A, B, C, D, and E. Most classes were one 
hour in length with a ten minute break between. Four one-hour class blocks were scheduled from nine-
ǘƘƛǊǘȅ ǘƻ ǘǿƻ ƻΩŎƭƻŎƪΣ ǿƛǘƘ ǘǿƻ ƳƻǊŜ ƻƴŜ-hour class blocks from four to six-ten in the afternoon. The

with fruit and cheese and crackers. The Order of the Silver Lamp would have a meeting after lunch, and 
the closing announcements and awards of the day would be held at six-twenty with the site closing 
immediately after. 

The first block of classes were: Period Flower Arranging with Modern Flowers (Master James en 
les Brier), How to Create an Original Scroll (THLord Conall O Caindealhain), Illumination on Spacers in 
MacCleisfield Psalter (Lady Aeffe se Andreades Weald), and Basics of Shield Design (THLord Jam 
Recarediz). Slaine Inghean Bran was unable to attend and her class, SCA 101Σ ǿŀǎ ŎŀƴŎŜƭŜŘΦ /ƻƴŀƭƭΩǎ 
scroll class was the first of four two-hour classes offered during the day. 

/ŜŎƛƭƛŀΣ WƻȅŀΣ ŀƴŘ L ǘƻƻƪ !ŜŦŦŜΩǎ ŎƭŀǎǎΦ {ƘŜ ƘŀŘ ŀ ƎǊŜŀǘ colored handout and a hands-on portion to 
practice drawing and painting the spacer blocks that appear during the time period of this psalter ς 14th 
century Gothic in England. 

The second block of classes was: Waxed Linen Covers (THLady Elße Hartman), Basics of Scribing: 
a discussion on how to get started (Lady Cecilia Augustina), Origins and Functions of the Period Herald 
(THLord Bran Finn hua Neill), and a replacement class. Mistress Martha Effingham of Stewart's Keep was 
unable to attend so her class, Soft Cover Book Making, was replaced with Russian is the New Viking by 
THLady Esperanza de Navarre. Esperanza and Mistress Jennet had traveled up from Wyrmgeist together. 
Fergus, Mistress Brigit, another lady, and I learned about the town of Gnezdovo and the Scandinavian 
and Slavic grave excavation and research by archaeologists, concentrating in this class on the 
Scandinavian finds but noting the blending of fabrics and designs from the east and west. This class also 
had a lovely handout.  
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The third block of classes began the other three two-hour classes: Threaded in Tablet Weaving 
(Mistress Brigit Olesdottir), Paternoster (Mistress Jennet of Tewkesbury), and Pigment-making for 
illumination (THLady Jorhildr Hrafnkelsdottir). Two one-hour classes completed this block: Angling in 
Late Period (Lord Olyeg the Quiet) and Basics of Field Heraldry (THLord Jam Recarediz).  

The tablet weaving class was hands-on and attendees were encouraged to bring a loom and 
tablets/cards. However attendees could take the tablets/cards provided by Mistress Brigit during the 
class for a small fee. Those not using a loom tied the threads to one of the legs of the class table. 

The paternoster class was one hour of history via a PowerPoint presentation showing many 
kinds of paternosters depicted by artist of the time ς Paternosters and Rosaries of the Middle Ages. 
Examples of paternosters made by Mistress Jennet and purchased from others were passed around. 

The second 
hour was spent making a paternoster. There was a ten dollar fee for the materials ς beads, thread, 
needle, and tassle, which Mistress Jennet made right there for each participant. I attended this class and 
came close to completing the paternoster until my thread refused to cooperate anymore. The needle 
had ceased its usefulness at the start (bad needle!). 
 The final morning block of classes concluded the three two-hour classes. Additionally there was 
an intriguing class set up early that morning by Lord Olyeg the Quiet and a food class by THLord Jam. 
Ropewalking: How to Make Rope (Lord Olyeg the Quiet) had been set up with two end points and twine 
running between them with a special walker to wind the twine together into a rope. This was 
demonstrated by Olyeg and may have had hands-on by the class attendees. Food and the Columbian 
Exchange (THLord Jam Recarediz) looked at South America and Europe in regards to the foods of the 
New World. 

All were then called to come and set their places for the lunch-time feast. Numerous round 
tables were sat by attendees and trays were brought to and from the tables by the Shire folk. Each table 
had pitchers of tea and water, both filled with ice. The first course consisted of cock-a-leeky soup 
(chicken with leeks), peasant bread with butter, and varied cheeses. The second course was broccoli 
salad (with bacon!), pork hedgehogs (with almond slices!), and stuffed mushrooms. The third course was 
roast pork, saffron rice, and honeyed carrots. The dessert or sweet course was fynecakes, plain and with 
varying sweet spices laid out on trays on a cart for diners to choose at their leisure. Toasts to the Crown, 
Heirs, and Military were lead by Maistre Rory, Mistress Jennet, and Countess Morgana. 

Baroness Amata, Esteban, his mother (both being new members), and I sat at table. Esteban was 
very gracious to assist in taking trays to and from the kitchen. We had a wonderful conversation about 
some of the basics of the SCA, as both new members lamented the cancellation of SCA 101, which might 
have addressed many of their questions. 

The lunch-time feast ended a good half hour early so many of the judges gathered to discuss the 
scribal, pottery, pigments, and weaving entries. The Order of the Silver Lamp may also have met a little

The picking up of Arts & Sciences entries was to begin at four-thirty and conclude by five-thirty.

Vallemont), and Equipment for Beginner Brewer (Lord Toirdhealbach Wesley). Whilst Baron Hoppi

The final block of classes during the late afternoon was: Viking Aprons (Mistress Brigit 
Olesdottir), Herringbone and Chain Stitch (Emma the Beekeeper & Pippen Needlefang), Quill Making for 
Calligraphy (THLady Jorhildr Hrafnkelsdottir), How to Save a Scroll: Mistakes and Cover Ups (Lady 
Catherine Vallemont), and Heraldic Bling ό¢I[ƻǊŘ .Ǌŀƴ Cƛƴƴ Ƙǳŀ bŜƛƭƭύΦ WƻǊƘƛƭŘǊΩǎ Ŏƭŀǎǎ ǿŀǎ ƭƛƳƛǘŜŘ ǘƻ ǘŜƴ 
adults, no children, due to the construction of the quill pens. Amata, Esteban, and I were a few of those 
who saw the many items Bran brought to show what you could do with your armory as an individual, 
and what was currently used in kingdom by heralds. He also had a nice handout on Everyday Heraldic 
Display. 

As the closing announcements and awards of the day, Aziz reported that 65 people were on-
site. Eight people had participated in the rapier tournament, which ideally was to count as a TOC Rapier 
Qualifier. Master Erik of Telemark had won the tourney. Twenty-nine class hours consisting of twenty-
five classes were held. THLady Jorhildr was the winner of the Regional Arts and Sciences Faire. Four 
entries had scored above fifteen. 

Plugs were made for Kingdom Arts and Sciences, Academy of Performing Arts, Castrum 
Cantatas, Gleann Abhann War College, and Burning Ram III. 
 Happily it was still daylight and beginning to cool down outside as all departed.

Burning Ram III ς August 20, 2016 (AS LI) 
 

 
 

The Shire of Ardanroe held a completely free event, Burning Ram III, on Saturday, August 20, 
2016 (AS LI = 51) at the Mangum United Methodist Church in Shreveport, Louisiana. THLady Joya la 
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Normande was the autocrat. The site opened at eight-thirty that morning and closed at sƛȄ ƻΩŎƭƻŎƪ ǘƘŀǘ 
evening, or twenty minutes after court. 

Initial set up occurred Thursday and Friday evening. Finishing preparations were done between 
ǎŜǾŜƴ ŀƴŘ ŜƛƎƘǘ ƻΩŎƭƻŎƪ {ŀǘǳǊŘŀȅ ƳƻǊƴƛƴƎΦ ! ƭƛƎƘǘ ƳƻǊƴƛƴƎ ǎƴŀŎƪ ǿŀǎ ƭŀƛŘ ƻǳǘΦ /ƭŀȅ ǘƻƪŜƴǎ made by 
Master James were handed out and a waiver sheet was signed by all attending. Programs printed on red 
paper provided the schedule of activities for the day. 

!ǘ ƴƛƴŜ ƻΩŎƭƻŎƪ ŀǊƳƻǊ ƛƴǎǇŜŎǘƛƻƴ ŦƻǊ ƘŜŀǾȅ ŀƴŘ ǊŀǇƛŜǊ ŀŎǘƛǾƛǘƛŜǎ ǿŜǊŜ ƘŜƭŘ ƛƴǎƛŘŜ ǘƘŜ ƎȅƳ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ 
church facility. Roughly around nine-thirty, Their Royal Majesties Brian and Lorelei opened court to call 
forth THLady Marsilla and place her on vigil for elevation at evening court to the Order of the Pelican. 
Master Stephan of Durham served as court herald for this. 

The Wheel of Weapons Tournament, or the Roulette Tourney, began immediately after morning 
court. This was a single-elimination tourney with weapon determined by the wheel. It featured the 
option of Best of Three with a new spin each round. Death was replaced with both fighters using 
daggers even if only one fighter spun Death on the wheel. The marshal for the tournament was Lord 
Álfráðr Marteinsson. 
 !ǊŘƎƘŀƭƭ hΩ.ǊŜŀǎƭŀƛƴ ƻǊƎŀƴƛȊŜŘ ǘƘŜ rapier activities, which also started right after morning court. 
Rapier teachers included: HRM Brian, Duke John the Tall, Master Erik of Telemark, Master Mateo 
Montero de Madrid, Master Binn MacBranain, Master Damanio Elie Bellini, Baron Aethan Dunmire, 
THLady Viktoriya Philo, THLord Aron the Dane, and Black Robert. This was basically a symposium for 
rapier with numerous classes for different levels during the morning. For everyone there was Warm ups 
& Stretches at nine-ǘƘƛǊǘȅΦ CƻǊ .ŜƎƛƴƴŜǊǎ ǎǘŀǊǘƛƴƎ ŀǘ ǘŜƴ ƻΩŎƭƻŎƪ ǘƘŜǊŜ ǿŀǎ ŀ Beginners Class followed by 
Dagger, Female Stance, Fight not your honor/Narcissus on the Field, and Buckler. For Intermediates 
ǎǘŀǊǘƛƴƎ ŀǘ ǘŜƴ ƻΩŎƭƻŎƪ ǘƘŜǊŜ ǿŀǎ Ready Oppts, Parry, Measure, and Tourney Design. For Cut & Thrust 
starting at eleven-thirty there was Beginner/Intermediate Cut & Thrust followed by Sword vs. Rapier, 
and Cuts in Italian Schools. A RMiT Seminar at noon completed the tracks or areas of rapier classes. 
 Lord Aki no Moronaga and Malcolm were authorized in Cut and Thrust that morning! 
 In addition to creating the tokens for the event, Master James organized the Solars, areas for 
informal gathering, teaching, and sharing of ideas and skills in particular disciplines. The first Solar was

 Outside there were also activities in the morning. Lord Áedán an Einigh organized the Live

the live weapons field was dismantled. That concluded the outdoor activities at the event. The winners 
of the archery and spear/knife/axe tourneys would become the Yeoman and Sentry, respectively, for the 
kingdom per the wishes of the Crown. The winners would also be able to influence the rapier tourney in 
the afternoon, dubbed Defense against the Hoard.
