As we give no difference between types of 
abstract symbols, there is only one DC for changing the type of secondary charge.

Marguerite d'Alençon. Name.  

Unfortunately, this lovely name must be returned because it presumes upon Marguerite 
de Navarre, a 16th century queen who was also referred to as Marguerite d'Alençon. 
SENA PN4D prohibits registration of names identical to important non-SCA persons, 
including historical figures. This prohibition applies to all forms in which their names 
were known. 
 
Individuals who "significantly shaped the course of world history, science, or the arts are 
generally important enough to protect." PN4D1. By this measure, Marguerite de 
Navarre aka Marguerite d'Alençon is important enough to protect. Marguerite was one 
of the significant figures of the French Renaissance, both as an author of poems and 
plays and as a patron of authors and artists. Her most famous writings were The 
Heptameron, a collection of short stories, and Miroir de l'âme pécheresse (Mirror of the 
Sinful Soul), a religious poem. The latter work influenced many major figures in the 
Protestant Reformation in England and was even translated into English by a young 
Elizabeth I. Marguerite supported numerous significant artists and writers, such as 
Rabelais and Pierre de Ronsard. Her salon achieved international fame. She also has her 
own entry in the Encyclopedia Britannica, under the name Margaret of Angouleme, in 
which she is hailed as one of the two most influential women in France during her

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lifetime. Marguerite is therefore significant enough to protect from presumption under 
all the names by which she was actually known, including Marguerite d'Alençon.

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Spring Crown List – May 19-21, 2017 (AS LII) 
 

The Shires of Blackmoor Keep and Loch Bais hosted the Spring Crown List of the Kingdom of 
Gleann Abhann the third weekend of May in the new year of LII (52) at Lake Bistineau State Park’s Group 
Camp One in Webster Parish and the outskirts of the town of Doyline, Louisiana. The Honorable Lord 
Bran Finn hua Neill was the event steward and maker of the site tokens. The Honorable Lord Mateo 
Lopez and Lord Broddi Raudskegger were the head cooks. PayPal was used for reservations along with 
regular mailing of checks. Cash only was accepted at the door. Site, bed, and feast could be selected – 
just site, site and bed, site and feast, or all three. The Honorable Lady Melisande le Piryere handled 
reservations. Carabella was the royal liaison. 

Unfortunately on Friday the 19th of May, Bran became very ill and was forced by the physicians 
to stay home. The Honorable Lord Iain O’Donnell and The Honorable Lady Melisande le Piryere acted as 
the stunt event stewards for the event. 

The site opened at five o’clock for attendees to troll in at the main hall. Beautiful cast pilgrims’ 
badges as pins were the site tokens. There were six pilgrims badges from which to chose – the shell for 
Saint James de Compostella, the crown for Edward the Confessor, the hunting horn for Saint Hubert, the 
cross for Thomas a Beckett, the rose and lily for Our Lady of Walsingham, and the lily growing from a 
heart that is ringed with beads for Saint Joseph. These were designed and cast by THL Bran. The troll 
workers Friday evening and Saturday morning included Mistress Crystyna Hyrundo, Mistress Martha 
Effingham of Stewart Kepe, THL Bride O Sullevan, and (Jessica). 

Travelers Faire was to be laid out at seven o’clock and would be red beans, sausage and rice, 
with a no meat option also available. 

Sadly the weather was predicted to be wet this weekend. Lady Galiana D'Avinhon was collecting 
the pavilion sizes as part of the field coordinator team for crown list. Her Majesty, Queen Diana, posted 
a drafting of the layout of the grounds for the crown list tourney field with each pavilion. Unfortunately, 
based on the final field selection, based on weather, elevation, grass, leaves, and other environmental 
factors, there were a lot of pine trees that the pavilions had to adjust location for. There were also some 
pavilions that did not make it to site in a fully-functional manner (like stakes left at home, etc). The site 
also had beautiful Roman walkways constructed off concrete ‘stone’ leading from the main hall to the 
bath house and to the four sections of cabins – A, B, C, D; each with five cabins. This actually gave a nice 
walking path around the tourney field and pavilions; through one large pavilion. 

Saturday morning the breakfast for the populace was held inside the main hall. The Queen’s 
tent was on the left side of the hall in the green space behind the dining hall and to the left of the 
kitchen.  Egil, Tin- Kárr, and Sigmundr set up the Queen’s tent, aka pavilion. The Consorts’ breakfast was 
held under the Queen’s tent. Mistress Isabel Winterbourne oversaw the Consort’s breakfast. Sauzia, 
Jaufre, and Kari cleaned the breakfast dishes. Leonce was the primary cook for breakfast. He also 
decorated the hall and did a lot of site heraldry. Both breakings of fast were to start at eight-thirty with 
armor inspection on the tourney field at nine o’clock. The Grand Procession of Combatants and Consorts 
was to begin at ten o’clock with the tournament following. 

Thirteen couples forming fourteen entrants in the tournament and fourteen consorts, one 
couple fighting for each other, were announced as accepted by the Laws of Gleann Abhann to 
participate in Loric II and Diana II, King and Queen of Gleann Abhann, 2017 Spring Crown List. 

CARRIAGE CHATTER 
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Unfortunately at the time of the event, Sir Henry Chipeham, fighting for The Honorable Lady Dominica 
Maquerelle, had to withdraw due to a bad back. 

Because of the rain, falling constantly that morning, sometimes heavy and sometimes softly, the 
decision was made that no one would line up for the procession. Instead, the Diamond Principal Herald, 
The Honorable Lord Brendan Sionnac, would announce the couples, and they with their entourage, if 
desired, would walk the field to the royal pavilion to greet the Crown and return to their own pavilions. 
Duchess Danielle de la Roche, the new Obsidian Herald, had made a laminated card listing the 
processional order based on awards from the online Order of Precedence.  This was used to let each 
entrant know which number they were of the now twelve couples presenting to the Crown. The order of 
presentation was:

The Honorable Lord AlfrikR Riksson & Lady Runa Brynhildrdottir 
Lord Axel Ulfgarsson & The Honorable Lady Abe Atsuko 
Lady Maerwynn uxor Floriani & Lord Phlorianos Kavallarios  
Lord Tin-Kárr rauðnálskeggi called Tynk Chainbeard & Lady Sallie Galbreath 

 
 Count Wernherus was the only past Meridian King entering today’s tournament.  Countess 
Morgana was the eldest of the past Gleann Abhann royalty, having sat the throne four years before 
Count James and Countess Joan. Mistress Isolde was the eldest bestowed peer, having been elevated to 
the Order of the Laurel roughly 32 years ago. Master Gellir, Mistress Brigida, Sir Griffin, and Sir Carson 
were all elevated to the peerage on the same day. 
 Heralds to announce each couple in the procession had been lined up before the event. Due to 
the rain, some couples opted to just go with their announcement made by the Diamond Principal 
Herald. Most used their prearranged herald to further their claims for entrance into the tournament. 
THL Gaius Curtius Primus and Mistress Alina nic an Bhaird were two of those prearranged heralds, who 
espoused the virtues of their patrons. Due to illness, THL Bran and a few other prearranged heralds 
were not present at the event.  Master Rory and THL Kat the Strange stepped in that morning to fill 
gaps. Master Rory read a poem via electronic tablet from Elizabeth Blackburn for Sir Carson and THL 
Mathilde. 
 Following the procession, the combatants and consorts were summoned to the field to take the 
Sword Oath and Oath of Fealty. The combatants remained on the field and were divided into two lines 
facing each other. Looking from the Royal Pavilion, the left line contained the first seven combatants by 
precedence – Count Wernherus, Count James, Sir Mika’il, Master Gellir, Sir Griffin, Sir Carson, and Sir 
Lorccán. The right line contained the last six combatants by precedence – Baron James, THL AlfrikR, Lord 
Phlorianos, Lady Maerwynn, Lord Tin-Kárr, and Lord Axel. Those in the left line each drew a gold crown 
casting from a bag. Those in the right line each drew a silver crown casting from a bag. The silver crowns 
were numbered (I am guessing) and this determined the order in which those in the right line were to 
make challenges to those in the left line. As there were seven people in the left line and only six in the 
right line, the last person remaining unchallenged in the left line would have a Bye fight in the first 
round.  
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 Lord Tin- Kárr challenged Count James the Holy. Lord Axel challenged Sir Mika’il. Baron James 
the Sinister challenged Sir Lorccán. THL Phlorianos after covering his eyes with one hand and doing ‘eeny 
meeny miny moe’ with the other, challenged Sir Carson. THL AlfrikR challenged Count Wernherus. Lady 
Maerwynn challenged Master Gellir. Sir Griffin received a bye. The tournament began around ten-forty 
Saturday morning in the rain. 
 To the left of the Royal Pavilion was the List Minister pavilion. Behind the Royal Pavilion and sort 
of off to the right was the Heraldic Support pavilion. These two heraldic pavilion served different 
functions. The List Minister pavilion was run by the Emerald Herald, Baroness Dia Ramberti. She was 
assisted by Lady Theresia de la Brooke. In front and to the side between this pavilion and the Royal 
Pavilion was the shield tree, repaired by THL Aeduinn Hacke and operated by Baroness Judith Wilkinson 
and her husband, THL Thomas Wilkinson. The field heralds in addition to THL Brendan, Diamond 
Principal Herald, were THL Jam Recardiz, THL Iain O’Donnell, and the youth, Alex Kalisavich, who had 
heralded at Winter Wonders. The Heraldic Support pavilion was run by THL Groza Novgorodskaia and 
THL Evlaliia Svenevicha to conduct consultations and provide libation and edibles. THL Medb inghen 
Daire also assisted with this. 
 All fights were best 2 out of 3, the winner advancing for winning his or her first 2, last 2 or split 
(first and last fight). Bye fights were non-destructive; the entrant advancing after the bye fight. Double-
kills were non-destructive; the fighters simply fighting another fight to determine a winner.  
 Count James and Sir Mika’il each won their first fights, both winning the first two of three. The 
rain had intensified with thunder audible and lightning now visible. A hold was made in the tourney so 
that the worst of the storm could pass, notably the lightning. This lasted about six minutes. The weather 
was then deemed safe and the third pair in the first round took the field. Baron James, Sir Carson, Count 
Wernherus, and Master Gellir each won their match, split for Baron James, first two for Sir Carson and 
Master Gellir, and last two for Count Wernherus. Sir Griffin, having the first bye fights of the 
tournament, advanced. Lord Briar Kievich, King’s Champion for Loric II, was the bye fighter. 
 Lord Axel, winning the last two, eliminated Tin-Kárr from the tournament. Sir Lorccán and THL 
AlfrikR, each winning their first two, eliminated Phlorianos and Maerwynn respectively from the 
tournament. 
 Count James had the second bye fights of the tournament against Lord Briar and advanced. Sir 
Mika’il won his first two against Baron James, while both Count Wernherus and Sir Griffin had split wins 
against Sir Carson and Master Gellir respectively. 
 Sir Caron won the last two against Axel, eliminated him from the tournament. Sir Lorccán and 
THL AlfrikR, each winning their first two, eliminated Master Gellir and Baron James respectively from the 
tournament. Sir Lorccán and THL AlfrikR advanced again, Sir Lorccán winning the last two to eliminate Sir 
Carson, and THL AlfrikR having the third and final bye fights of the tournament against Lord Briar. 
 Counts James and Wernherus each won their first two against Sir Mika’il and Sir Griffin 
respectively. The two Counts would face each other to determine the winner of the Winners Bracket. 
 Sir Mika’il and THL AlfrikR each won their first two, eliminating Sir Lorccán and Sir Griffin 
respectively. Count James won the last two to take the Winners Bracket from Count Wernherus. Sir 
Mika’il won the first two to eliminate THL AlfrikR. THL AlfrikR came in fourth place in the tournament. 
There was a five minute break for the combatants. Then Count Wernherus would face Sir Mika’il to 
determine the winner of the Losers Bracket. Count Wernherus won the first two, eliminating Sir Mika’il 
from the tournament and taking the Losers Bracket. Sir Mika’il came in the third place in the tourney.  
 The finals would be held after another five minute break. The Consorts gathered at the Royal 
Pavilion around the Queen with Countess Joan and THL Olrun at her sides. The Chivalry took their places 
around the field. The finals were announced by THL Brendan, Diamond Principal Herald. Count James 
the Holy and Count Wernherus Rudemann made their salutes, spoke to each other’s Consort, and after 
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the thundering cheers of the populace, lay on! Count James won the first and second bout and was 
proclaimed winner of the tournament. 
 After many hugs and kisses from the Consorts to their valiant combatants, King Loric II placed 
the crown of the Heir upon James’ brow. Prince James placed the crown of the Heiress upon Joan’s 
head. There were many cheers followed by many hugs and handshakes. And it was one o’clock in the 
afternoon.

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 A sack lunch to raise funds for the Royal Discretionary Fund was organized by The Honorable 
Lady Jorhildr Hrafnkelsdottir. It was served at the field via a little red wagon. The sack lunch included: 
sandwich on white or wheat with choice of Bacon Ranch Chicken Salad or Ham, chips or crackers as 
something salty, cookies as something sweet, and condiments (including home-made mustard) and 
extras (cheese, pickles, tomato, lettuce). Lemonade was available from a drink cooler requiring one to 
provide mug or cup.  
 The afternoon schedule included a Financial Meeting for the Crown and Heirs during their lunch 
immediately after the tournament. This was followed by a Knights’ Meeting, followed by a Laurel’s 
Meeting and the Diamond Chalice Meeting. As these last two meetings were at the same time, King 
Loric II made a quick visit to the Diamond Chalices at the conclusion of the Laurel’s meeting, before 
zipping to the Royal cabin to prepare for court. 
 Court was held at six o’clock on the tourney field. THL Brendan Sionnac, as court herald, 
announced the entrance of Loric II and Diana II. Their Royal Highnesses James and Joan were called into 
court. After the populace was seated, King Loric II and Prince James addressed all attending. The King 
and Queen then gifted to the Heirs the Pork of the Covenant. This item was a wooden box with two 
poles along the sides as handles and two winged boars on top, entirely painted in gold. It was presented 
to the Crown by Baron James Cooke the Sinistre during the procession of Baron James and Baroness 
Avaline la Chevriere. He had discovered it on an archaeology dig. The Crown felt the Heirs should keep 
this item. 
 The Oath of Fealty was offered and taken by many. The children of Gleann Abhann were called 
for and came in ones and threes over the course of five minutes. Queen Diana II gave bags of items to 
the children, but turned this over to another lady when it appeared more children were still on their 
way. 
 Any gentlefolk for whom this was their first event or first court were asked to come forth. Four 
did so. They were given belt tokens by the Queen and asked to turn and be greeted by the populace. 
 Baroness Barbara Sterling was summoned. She had brought a Guessing Game for all attendees 
to play beginning Friday evening until the call for start of court. A story went with the game, as is her 
tradition. The story was: 
 

Tradition and Kingdom Law deem that Heirs must be put in place each spring (and fall) 
and the end of the gestation period is now upon us. Delivered not by FedEx, US Postal 
Service, or Cesarean Section, Heirs are delivered to our 19th Kingdom by the victor 
placing a final killing blow upon their opponent in one on one Heavy SCA Combat. 
 
Names have been chosen for the “New Arrivals” but length and weight are not 
anticipated on any announcement.  
 
The hopes of all Gleann Abhann are represented as small babies (think King Cake) and 
are the object of the traditional Guessing Game of Mistress Barbara Sterling. 
One guess per person but everyone in attendance should play. So make an estimation, a 
supposition, prediction, or just pick your favorite number. Closest without going over 
wins M&Ms with Winner announced in evening court. You MUST be present (or in the 
Kitchen) to win. A range of numbers will be supplied. No fee. Just for Fun. I anticipate 
seeing you there. 

 
 A large baby bottle contained the king cake babies, the number of which was to be guessed. 
There were 280 king cake babies in the bottle. Mistress Isolde guessed 279 and won a bag of M&Ms. 
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 Jorhildr Hrafnkelsdottir was summoned into court. She asked that Baroness Isabella D’Arques be 
called to join her.
