Stone arrowheads have only been registered six times, the last in February 2007, and 
have been blazoned as “elf-bolts” in the past. We will be reblazoning these as “stone 
arrowheads,” as this a clearer and more descriptive term for the charge.

ACCOLADES 
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The Feast of St. Hubertus ς September 8-10, 2017 (AS LII) 

 
 The Shire of Pilgrims Fount held their first Feast of St. Hubertus at the Old Washington State 
Park just north of Hope, Arkansas the second weekend of September over the 8th – 10th. Lord Jamys 
Chapman was the event steward and Lady Marie DuBois was the feast steward. The event was packed 
with activities including a score of classes, fighting teams in a Boar Hunt, equestrian challenge, bardic 
challenge, archery and live weapons tourney to find the Sentry of Pilgrims Fount, a medieval Scarecrow 
contest, teenagers race, wild things A&S, and a slumber party Saturday night with movies and popcorn. 
The Order of the Pelicans held a floating meeting during lunchtime. TRM Loric II and Diana II and TRH 
James and Joan attended the event. During court Ardghal O'Breaslain was awarded arms and Rory ua 
Riada received a Rams Heart. As neither gentle was at the event, the scrolls and regalia for these were 
brought back by THL Joya la Normande and presented to them at the Shire’s September Business 
Meeting. And THL Morin inghen Ruairc, head of the Kingdom’s Herbal Guild and member of the Shire of 
Lagerdamm, was asked to join the Order of the Laurel at an event date to be determined. 
 
 

Kingdom Arts & Sciences ς September 15-17, 2017 (AS LII) 
 
 The Barony of Axemoor hosted the Kingdom Arts and Sciences at Camp Wilkes in Biloxi, 
Mississippi the third weekend of September over the 15th – 17th. The autocrat was Baroness Adalyde 
Desardaigne with THL Taddea De Trieste as co-autocrat. The feastcrat was THL Alfie O’Calleigh and the 
reservationist was Baroness Martha Effingham of Stewart Kepe. The site opened at five o’clock Friday 
afternoon. A traveler’s fare was set out at six-thirty and THL Esperanza Lucero de Navarra was placed on 
vigil by Their Royal Majesties later that evening. 
 The breaking of fast was held in the feast hall from seven to eight-thirty Saturday morning. The 
Arts and Sciences Fair was held in the main hall with registration and set-up from eight-thirty to ten 
o’clock. At nine o’clock in the morning the Court of Loric II and Diana II was opened and the elevation of 
Esperanza Lucero de Navarra to the Order of the Laurel was held. Esperanza comes from a long lineage 
of Laurels in Gleann Abhann and Meridies. She was the apprentice to Martha Effingham of Stewart 
Kepe, who in turn was apprentice to Jennet of Tewkesbury, apprentice to Margery of Crosgate, 
apprentice to Arielle de Brabazon. There are two or three more ancient Laurels beyond Arielle. The 
elevation had a Russian theme to it, as Russian costuming and culture were her area of research. Baba 
Yagi was even present! 
 Following the close of court judges and entrants met in the main hall for the Fair and judging 
began thereafter. The main hall was open to the populace to view the entries and displays. All were 
asked to give space to the judges who were working. 
 Around eleven o’clock the range opened for archery and thrown weapons practice. The Chivalry 
held a Q&A with the populace before retreating to take counsel amongst themselves during lunch. 
 Classes were also offered during the day as part of the Page School and for older teens and 
adults. Chinese Art and Calligraphy was a Page School class during the morning court. Pattern-working

Territories-Poison Gardens by THL Morin ingen Ruairc, and Historical Research Methods by Baptiste 
LeClerc were also held at the close of court.  
 The next round of classes before lunch were Court Heraldry by THL Gwynn Bleyne, History of the 
Cannon by Baptiste le Clerc, and Introduction to Food Preservation by Baroness Elizabeth Donnan. 
During lunch the Knights held a meeting. After lunch classes resumed, the Barony’s Yeoman and Sentry 
competitions began. The Performing Arts categories of the Kingdom Arts and Sciences Fair were held 
and judged in the amphitheater. 
 The afternoon classes included Ghilies: 5th/6 th century shoemaking by Edana Nesbitt, Genuflect 2 
Step (for those 18 years and older) by Baptiste le Clerc, and Historical DiGrassi Rapier by THL Adam 
Goodwine. Mistress Isolde and Master Finn also held a Dance class for the Page School. 
 The heavy weapons tournament to determine the Pelican’s Champion for the Tournament of 
Champions began later in the afternoon. Due to time and heat the rapier tournament for the Pelican’s 
Champion for the Rapier Tournament of Champions was rescheduled for a future event, that being 
Christmas Revel. Of the many entrants in the heavy tourney, Briar came in fourth; Axel third; Camric 
(Duke William FitzHugh de Cambria) second; and Stephan Dustifoot (formerly known as Stephan of 
Wyrmgeist) the winner. Sir Stephan Dustifoot was proclaimed the Pelican’s Champion to the 
Tournament of Champions. 
The Order of the Laurel and the Order of the Silver Lamp held meetings in the later afternoon, after all 
of the judging for the Faire had ended. Following set up for feast the afternoon or early evening court 
was held. This was a long court, lasting two hours, but tried to go at a fast pace. In a big surprise THL 
Jórhildr Hrafnkelsdóttir was summoned into court and elevated in the Order of the Laurel at that time. 
Sierra of Axemoor was made TRM Youth Heavy Champion. Baron Thaddeus Camberwell received both a 
Jewlled Ring and a Letter of Endorsement, plus a lovely pair of sock, thus freeing him from servitude as 
the house elf. Briar Kievich received a Court Barony and a Grant of Arms and then announced to be 
inducted into the Order of the Chivalry at a future date to be determined. Many other members of the 
populace were recognized with Jewelled Rings, Sovereign’s Letters of Endorsement, Arms, Chalices, and 
other such awards of art, service, and martial activities. 
 The event had a total of 229 people on site with 44 entries into Kingdom A&S. Mistress Arielle 
de Brabazon gave the results of the Faire before turning the office of Minister of Arts and Sciences over 
to Mistress Isabel Winterborn. The Champion of the Faire was THL Cecilia Augustina with an average 
score of 19.3. The Champion’s scroll was made by Carabella MacFie. The three gentlefolk chosen to 
represent the Kingdom at Gulf Wars as the Kingdom’s Gulf Wars Champions were THL Cecilia Augustina, 
with her creation of deer/sheep skin parchment from scratch, Countess Emma del Trees, with a Viking 
warp-weighted loom, and Baroness Fronicka Wieduwilt, with a 16th century German leather bag. All 
three of these entries had a perfect score of 20. An alternate selected, should something happen to one 
of the three champions, was THL Jam Recarediz, with an illumination of the Crucifixion based on a 14th 
century French Missal, which scored 19. A pre-print scroll competition was also held during the Faire. It 
had two entries and both were chosen; these winners being Ksalvor Vetrardottir and Gidney. Major staff 
workers at the Faire for Mistress Arielle included her deputy, Mistress Isabel, and Baron Guillermo 
Berenguer, Lady Margherita del Verde, THL Ida de Lorca, and THL Karl von Giessen. 
 Feast was held after court and a Ball was held after feast. The site closed on Sunday morning at 
ten o’clock.

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Four Horsemen of the Apocalypse/Fall Coronation ς October 13-15, 2017 (AS LII) 
 

Due to Hurricane/Tropical Storm Nate, the Fall Coronation for Gleann Abhann to be held at 
Camp Wilkes in Biloxi, Mississippi by the Barony of Seleone the first weekend of October was canceled 
and conjoined with the Four Horsemen event being hosted by the Shire of Iron Ox at Camp Camellia in 
Hattiesburg, Mississippi the second weekend of October. 
 Originally when planned to be hosted by the Barony of Seleone, Baron AEduin Hacke was the 
autocrat and Lady Lyneya de Aston the feastcrat with Baroness Marcel Orillion handling reservations. 
Now named the Coronation of the Apocalypse after joining Fall Coronation with the Shire of Iron Ox’s 
Four Horsemen of the Apocalypse event, this was a very quickly re-planned event of activities in one 
day. Lord Tin-Kárr rauðnálskeggi called Tynk Chainbeard was the autocrat and handled reservations. THL 
Broinninn Inghean Aindriasa was the deputy autocrat. THL Skallgrimr Bardarson, who had moved out of 
kingdom after the initial concept of the Four Horsemen event and how a stone-soup type feast might 
run, was the feastcrat. 
 In the original publicity of the Four Horsemen of the Apocalypse event, and continuing in the 
merger of the two events, each of the horsemen – War, Famine, Pestilence, and Death – represented a 
different activity and challenge at the event. In equal opportunity, War and Famine were horsemen and 
Pestilence and Death were horsewomen. War ran the martial activities. Famine ran the feast. Pestilence 
ran the arts and sciences. Death ran the closing Ball. As such some of the activities changed to fit the 
needs of Coronation and some of the activities were dropped from the original schedule. Below are the 
challenges issued by for the original event:  
 

The Horsemen War looks forward to seeing all the warriors at 4 
Horsemen of the Apocalypse! He has arranged many martial activities 
for everyone to enjoy! Join him Friday night of the event for a Torch 
Light Tourney! No Armor needed! Boffer weapons will be provided! 
Claim your End of the World Prize! Get a team of 3 and join him on the 
field! Saturday brings an almost endless supply of martial activities! 
Themed Archery and Live weapons! Themed Rapier Tourney! A Plagued 
Heavy Melee! Ladies there will be Helga Ball! To end the day of martial 
activities Horsemen War will have the game of the Apocalypse! DOG 
BALL! Join the Horsemen War and show that he is the best and strongest 
Horsemen of the Apocalypse! 
 
To prove that he is the best and strongest of the 4 Horsemen of the 
Apocalypse Horsemen Famine wiped clean the food storages in the Shire 
of Iron Ox! We have nothing! Our poor Feastocrat is doing all he can to 
feed our Kingdom. He found a few items to give to the brave travelers 
that will be joining us for the Apocalypse! He found a few more items to 
give the waking warriors breakfast! I am sad to write this but our great 
Feastocrat was unable to find any items for his grand feast! He searched 
all over our shire but failed! In the back of his mind he remembers an old 
tale. A legendry soup made throughout history! This might save our 
shire?! He in all his glory will be making STONE SOUP! To prepare for this 
Epic Endeavor our Mighty Feastocrat sent out a young lad to procure 
assistance from our Great Baronies and our Great Kingdom!

Ah. Yes. Prizes. There will be silk. There will be silk in many colours; 
Eowyn is donating a spool of every color of 20/2 silk she has available 
(she estimates that's about 30 spools or so, all told); to be shared 
between the two prize winners. The Apocalyptic Laurels may be 
sponsoring prizes of their own! But we shall show that the Four 
Horsemen craft again! The champions shall be two, one chosen by the 
Populace and the other by the Laurels of the Apocalypse or their proxies! 
 
The Horsewomen Death invites you to her Death Ball! Your last chance 
to dance before she takes your soul! She invites you to dress in your best 
Death Clothing (corpses, plagued, funeral, masked, etc). One prize will 
be awarded for Historical Accuracy Sponsored by the Stormbringer 
Household. Two prizes will be awarded for ingenuity and individualism 
given by Deaths Undertakers. One prize will be awarded by Lady Death 
Herself. The Populace is welcome to try to entice Lady Death to choose 
their favorite dressed. Join her at 4 Horsemen of the Apocalypse for she 
will prove she is the best and strongest of the Horsemen/women! 

 
 The site opened at five o’clock Friday evening and at TRMs discretion Lady Olrun Elidasdottir 
was placed on vigil for elevation into the Order of the Laurel. Travelers fare was laid out and a torch-light 
boffer tourney was held. 
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 On Saturday morning following breakfast and a class on Fruity Food Art by Lady Kalisa 
Cherenova in the hall, the final court of King Loric II and Queen Diana II was held. Lady Olrun Elidasdottir 
was elevated to the Order of the Laurel. Duchess Danielle de la Roche was surprise elevated into the 
Order of the Pelican. Marie Kaldere of Seahold and Marcel Orillion received Court Baronies. Many other 
gentlefolk were recognized with Jewelled Rings and Sovereign’s Letters of Endorsement and other 
awards. Another that stood out was the Order of Condatis given to Tin-Kárr rauðnálskeggi called Tynk 
Chainbeard for pulling this all together (two events into one) in really about seven days. 

The opening court for James II and Joan II including the swearing of fealty and the presentation 
of a Duchy to Loric Silvestris and Diana of the Isles. Following court the Greater Officer meeting washeld 
along with the Order of the Pelican’s meeting and the start of the A&S competition, “Laurel of the 
Apocalypse” run by Eowyn de Wever. Lady Cordeilla Sharpe held a Sewing Machine Feet Review in the 
hall, covering the more common feet used on sewing machines and how they are used.  

At noon a fundraiser lunch was held along with the Queen’s Tea. Armor inspection followed for 
the rapier tournament to determine the Champion for the Order of Chivalry for this seasons Rapier 
Tournament of Champions and for the Queen’s Rapier Champion. A Scribal Guild meeting, archery and 
live weapons with a possible Royal Round, and a class by David Conran on How to Make a Leather Mask 
began around one o’clock. 

A second sewing class, Basic Hand Sewing and Making a Small Pouch was given by Lady Marjory 
de Warenne and the heavy tournament to determine the King’s Champion began around two o’clock. 
Following this tournament Helga Ball, a team competition, was held. Lady Kalisa Cherenova gave a 
Cupcake Challenge in the kitchen. The “Laurel of the Apocalypse” A&S competition ended late in the 
afternoon. 

Floki Refskegg organized the Helga Ball of the Apocalypse. Here are the rules and description 
that he provided. 

Put a team together or we can pick school yard style for the apocalypse own 
Helga Ball. Helga Ball is a **ladies-only** sport based on a Viking game. The 
game, also known as "Cabbage Ball" is played with teams of 5 or 6 players. 
The game itself is played with a head of cabbage as the ball. 
To Play: 

¶ Organize a team of 5-10 women. (Having substitutions is a good thing.) 

¶ Each player must be over 18 

¶ Points are scored by getting a cabbage through/past your opponent's 
goalposts. Two members of Chivalry (or squires) shall serve as 
stationary goal posts for each goal. 

¶ All players must wear a dress. (Viking garb encouraged, but not 
required.) 

¶ Players are encouraged to wear do-rags, heavy shoes/boots. 

¶ Players may kick or dribble the cabbage with their feet, but may not 
touch the cabbage with their hands or use hands to pick up the 
cabbage. 

¶ Players may scoop the cabbage up in a skirt, apron, or do-rag, and move 
the cabbage on the field. 

¶ Tackling is not allowed, however "Group Hugs" are legal. 

¶ Goalposts shall signal a "score" by raising one arm and yelling either 
“Helga Ball!” or “Olga ball!” to identify the scoring team. 

¶ For our purposes, we will be playing a with 7 minute halves. 
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The evening court of King James II and Queen Joan II saw the naming of the Gleann Abhann 

Rapier Champion, Master Ryan Dollas, the King’s Champion, Duke William FitzHugh de Cambria, the 
Queen’s Champion, Floki Heimdalson, along with proclaiming Skallagrimr Bardarson a Citizen of Gleann 
Abhann. Mistress Danielle de la Roche became the first recipient of Brigit’s Flame. 

Following court the Stone Soup and Grill Out with the Kingdom, in place of a formal feast, was 
held. After court came the Royal Death Ball, still following the four horsemen of the apocalypse theme. 
The site closed Sunday at eleven o’clock. 
 
 

Diamond Wars ς October 19-22, 2017 (AS LII) 
 

The thirty-second Diamond Wars hosted by the Barony of Small Gray Bear was themed Home 
from the Crusades as it was a return to Camp Couchdale in Hot Springs, Arkansas. This was a four-day 
event beginning on Thursday, October 19th and ending Sunday, October 22nd.

The Barony of Grey Niche held their annual Samhain event the fourth weekend of October, the 
27 – 29, at Piersol Group Camp in the Meeman-Shelby Forest State Park near Millington, Tennessee. This 
year the theme was a return to Ork Wars and dubbed ‘Fellowship of the Ram’. THL Luca Sacchetti was 
the autocrat; THL Chiere of Ravenglass handled reservations; and Dame Brenna Lowri o Ruthin was the 
feastcrat. This was a battle between humans and Orks as the cunning Orks were slipping a 
transformative potion into the mead supply of the Barony. 

In the 
morning following the breaking of fast was armor inspection and the setup of entries in the arts and 
sciences competition. Heavy weapons and rapier combat along with three classes – Tablet Weaving, So 
You Screwed Up Your Garb, Now What?, and Begging were held before lunch. A costume contest was 
held during lunch. In the afternoon there was a blacksmithing demo and four classes – Longsword of 
Fiore dei Liberi, Interlaced Herringbone, the Curing Stones, and Johannes Liechtenauer’s Longsword 101. 
The arts and sciences competition concluded in the later afternoon as a bardic contest was held. The 
court of King James II and Queen Joan II was held and many gentlefolk were recognized for their service 
and arts and martial skills. Feast followed court. The site closed at eleven o’clock Sunday morning. 
 
 

Havoc ς November 3-5, 2017 (AS LII) 
 
 The Shire of Loch Bais held their annual event, Havoc, at Lake Bistineau State Park’s group camp 
two, the smaller of the group camps, the first weekend of November, 3-5. Lord Floki Halfdan was the 
event steward, Mistress Isabel Winterbourne the head cook, and THL Bran Finn hua Neill the class 
coordinator. Reservations were handled by THL Melisande le Piryere. Due to unexpected life 
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occurrences, Lord Floki was unable to be at the event and Carol the Crow was the on-site event steward. 
The site had forty beds in five cabins and on-site tenting was allowed. 
 The site opened at five o’clock Friday night with a travelers fare laid out of Shepherd’s Pie in 
beef and pork. Fast was broken Saturday morning with a variety of quiches including meatless and yolk-
free. Armor inspection was held by the fighting field, while a Marshall in Training (MIT) class for live 
weapons marshals was given by Master Conall O Caindealbhain on the live weapons field. Both the 
heavy weapons tournament and the live weapons competitions were to begin at nine-thirty with youth 
activities beginning inside the hall at ten. 

This was the second annual Champions tourney for the Sentinel and Warden of Loch Bais, being 
the Throwing Weapons and Archery Champions of the day. Regalia, an arm guard and a hand cuff would 
be passed from the first Sentinel and Warden to the new Sentinel and Warden. A practice would be held 
on the field followed by the competitions. The Loch Bais Sentinel Champion for Throwing Weapons 
would include one round of six throws of axe, knife, and spear with the goal of six sticks in a row at each 
target. The Loch Bais Warden Champion for Archery would include one timed round of as many arrows 
that could possibly be shot in thirty seconds at 10, 20, 30, and 40 yards. However, just as last year there 
were special animals you needed to avoid injuring, this year the ravens were protected and be a penalty 
if injured or killed. Master Conall O Caindealbhain organized and oversaw these two competitions on the 
live weapons field. 
 At noon Mistress Jorhildr and Lord Aziz provided a free lunch of chicken and dumplings or 
vegetarian stew, depending on one’s preference. Following lunch there were afternoon classes. Master 
Gilbert des Moulins taught SCA 101 at one o’clock in the hall. Mistress Marcilla le Despenseur taught 
Writing an SCA Resume at two o’clock in the hall, while Kari-Sue taught Weaving for Kids in the class tent 
set up outside.

Golden acorns on chains foraged from the forest by the Crow of Loch Bais were given as prizes 
to the winners of the day’s contests. Baron Dafydd of Axemoor won the title of Loch Bais Sentinel for his 
hurling of weapons and Mary of Loch Bais won the title of Loch Bais Warden for her skill with the bow. 

The feast by Mistress Isabel had four courses. Many Ardanroe members assisted in the kitchen 
during the day including Marion and Marcilla. Gaius even made a special trip to the Shire trailer to 
provide cooking sheet pans when it was discovered none were on-site anymore. After the event 
Mistress Isabel provided via Facebookia a recipe book of the dishes served. The first course was cheeses 
of great variety with bacon wrapped dates and seasoned olives. The second was beef stew (called Beef 
y-Stwyd) with bread and butter. The third was Rosemary chicken, Saffron rice, cabbages, and roasted 
parsnips.
